Adam Cohen, Montreal singer-songwriter, frontman of Canadian pop group Low Millions, and Leonard Cohen’s son headlines the evening. A Tower of Song also includes work by visual artist Larisa Sembaliuk Cheladyn with dancers from the Victoria School of Performing and Visual Arts; reggae-singer Janaya Ellis of Souljah Fyah; folk-pop musician Ido vanderLaan; and host Peter Brown in an evening of music, poetry and movement. 
Though only 23 years old, Adam Gregory draws on more than a decade's worth of writing and performing experience for his self-titled debut album. Growing up in Edmonton, Adam's musical journey began when he wrote his first composition at age 12. Major label talent scouts quickly recognized Adam's budding talent and signed him to a record deal with Sony Canada when he was 13 years old. After recording his debut album, Adam launched into life as a road warrior, opening shows for the likes of Alan Jackson, Keith Urban and Lonestar. Adam scored several top ten hits on Canada's country charts throughout his teens, gaining a loyal following with the release of three studio albums. Now living in Nashville, Adam continues to record stateside.
